The specific demographic and clinical data collected from patients should be clearly stated.

A note should be added below Table 1 indicating that "SD" stands for "standard deviation."

In the statistical analysis section, the term "p-value" should begin with a lowercase "p."

The phrase used in table footnotes should be changed to “confidence interval.”

You have already provided the full names of TNF-α and IL-10 earlier in the manuscript, so repeating the full names along with the abbreviations again in the Discussion section is unnecessary. The same issue applies to T2DM.

The Introduction section is shorter than both the Discussion and Conclusion sections. The sample size is already quite small, and the number of methods applied and parameters analyzed is very limited. Nevertheless, the manuscript could have been written more carefully. Expanding the Discussion section would be beneficial.

It is unnecessary to repeatedly state "T2DM patients" or "male T2DM patients" in parentheses throughout the text. Readers will understand who the subjects are from the Materials and Methods section.

In the Discussion section, "however" is used in two consecutive sentences. This should be revised for better flow. In general, the manuscript would benefit from a thorough revision to improve the academic quality of the English language used.

The limitations mentioned in the Limitations section raise concerns about the validity and clinical relevance of the study's findings. For instance, were the blood samples taken while fasting or at the same time of day for all patients?

Repeating the limitations again in the Conclusion section is unnecessary and should be avoided.
