	The manuscript exhibits scientific rigor. The statements are supported by the use of pre- and post-instructional assessments, statistical analysis (t-test, correlation), and thematic qualitative data from interviews. The design is methodologically robust, and the results are strongly substantiated by the data. The link to educational psychology theories like Bandura's social learning theory and Polya's problem-solving model makes the conceptual framework stronger.
One area that may use further explanation, though, is the sampling rationale and instrument validation (i.e., were the tests and questionnaires standardized or made by the researcher?). Did they go through any kind of testing or validation?

	The language is mostly suitable for conversations in academia. It is transparent, gives information, and analyzes. The book, on the other hand, would benefit from a professional language edit to make the flow better, fix the sentence structure, and get rid of small grammar mistakes like subject-verb agreement and superfluous repetition.
