The revised title is concise, clear, and accurately reflects the study's aim and methodology. It is suitable for publication.
Abstract:
The abstract has improved in clarity and structure. However, it still does not explicitly highlight the study’s significance or the research gap. A brief sentence emphasizing the contribution of the study should be added.
Introduction and Literature Review:
The literature review is extensive and well-structured, citing a wide range of regional and international studies on mental health and socioeconomic impacts during COVID-19. The objective of the study is clearly stated at the end of the review. However, the introduction still lacks a fully explicit explanation of the research gap and a more detailed conceptual justification for using GSEM. While improvements have been made, a short paragraph in the introduction would enhance clarity by highlighting why GSEM is the most suitable method and what specific gap in the Egyptian context this study addresses
Methodology:
The revised methodology section is well-structured and sufficiently detailed. It clearly describes the data source, measurement tools, and variable types. The justification for using GSEM is appropriate and based on the ordinal nature of the mediator and outcome variables. While the conceptual explanation of the model could be expanded slightly, the current description adequately addresses the previous comment and supports the choice of methodology.



References:
The reference list is comprehensive and includes many recent and relevant studies. It reflects a good balance between global and regional sources. Notably, the previously suggested reference by Yao & Zhang (2025) has been added, which strengthens the theoretical foundation of the study. This demonstrates that the author has responded appropriately to reviewer feedback


Conclusion:
The conclusion presents the key findings clearly, but it lacks a brief restatement of the study’s objective and broader implications. Including a summary of the study’s contribution and limitations could strengthen this section—though this is ultimately up to the author’s discretion.


Overall Evaluation:
The manuscript addresses a relevant and timely topic using appropriate data and methodology. The revisions have significantly improved the clarity and structure of the paper. The research objective is now well-defined, the methodology is justified, and the results are clearly presented. Minor improvements could still be made in the abstract, conclusion, and conceptual justification for GSEM, but overall, the study makes a valuable contribution to the literature on mental health and socioeconomic factors during the COVID-19 pandemic in Egypt.
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
