· Some important definitions of terms in the topic, like AI, Deepfakes and National Security were not well defined. 

· Only three citations were given in the literature review section of the article; these are grossly inadequate. the earliest citation is 2020, which is 5 years ago. more recent citations are needed.

· There is a need to define and provide equations related to Accuracy, Precision, Recall and F1-Score. Short definitions or explanations of these models are necessary in the literature review section: CNN DFDC, FaceForensics++, RNN, ViT (Transformer).

· Feature engineering section is needed to understand some of the key features used to train the model.

· For the quantitative datasets, the amount of data gotten are not state and what percentage were use d for model training and testing.

· "Bar Graph" was mentioned under figure 1. But there is nothing like bar graph in the article.
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
