	Scientifically good, but may still be improved, specifically on the following:
1. Use of symbology. Appropriate notations for Shannon-Weiner (H’) and Pielou’s Indices (J) must be presented
2. Presentation of scientific names. At first mention of families and binomen, author names should be supplied. Example: Albizia adianthifolia (Schumach.) W.F.Wight
3. representative images. It is encouraged that the authors present photographs of the most important species found during the inventory, or species representing plant form (Therophyte, Phanerophyte, etc.). One page containing 6-9 plant photographs may be dedicated for this. A list of the 342 species may also be appended
4. sampling schematic. A diagram of the sapling setup is highly encouraged. Readers might get confused regarding the locations of R12, R13, R14, R15, etc.

Example of no citation: (Page 14)  “Alchornea latifolia is a shrub that grows in hydromorphic environments and marshy areas, and can reach up to 3 m in height. The inflorescences have sepals with 8 stamens, and the fruits are capsules (7 mm in diameter). This species is found in tropical America and Africa. The high production of these fruits means that it occupies an entire area, sometimes forming a pure, homogeneous stand. “

Page 12, on Braun-Blanquet coefficients transformation: a table/matrix may be more appropriate so authors can better show how the original and transformed coefficients are organized. 
Figure 8 caption: is there a substitute word for “dition”?
Discussion: provide more ecological insights (citations) to further elaborate the dynamics of hygrospic facies observed in the Nyong.
Only minor revisions or additions are needed
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
