	I think the title can be improved. My first thought after reading this title was a case about an emergency (life treating) situation. After reading the manuscript carefully I understood it was just about a mediastinal hematoma after a mild trauma. Even though the mediastinal hematoma can be a serious injury this wasn’t the case. I think the focus is on thinking about it even with low impact injuries.
I might suggest something like “The importance of considering the diagnostic of mediastinal hematoma even in superficial blunt trauma” or “Mediastinal hematoma after low energy thoracic trauma”

	Given the narrative nature of the article, statistical analysis is not required. As per methodology concern it involves only the structure of the article which I find adequate.
At some point in the discussion, you mention that it can be missed because there are no external signs of trauma but on the physical examination you mention there is some erythema and again in the conclusions, so it is a bit of a contradiction.

In the discussion section it would also be interesting to know if there are similar published cases and how they handle them.

At the conclusion section I think the last sentence might not be aligned with the clinical case as there was no action to prevent complication. It could be more suitable something relating to ruling out potentially fatal causes of mediastinal hematoma.

	English can be improved further “the patient was put to bed” isn’t a proper medical term, you might use “the patient was admitted” “signs were closely watch” could be changed to “vital signs were monitored” 
“There was no hemodynamic instability throughout the first 24 hours” could be “the patient remains hemodynamically stable during hospital admission”

“CT imaging with contrast material” can be better read as “CT imaging with intravenous contrast”
I suggest reading again the manuscript carefully and optimize scientific writing and English translation.

	Vital signs and laboratory findings could be shown in a chart instead of a list, I would make it easier to read and interpreter.

To further enhance the case impact, it could be useful to add a representative CT image of the hematoma (if they are available). Visual correlation of textual description with imaging would help readers to better internalize the information. 
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
