	The manuscript explores the cultural, emotional, and ecological importance of flowers through a student-based survey, which is a relevant and interesting topic. It shows strengths in sample size and cultural contextualization, particularly in Indian traditions. However, the study has scientific limitations: the sample is restricted to a single women's college, and there is no statistical analysis to support the findings. The questionnaire is not provided, and claims about ecological roles and chemical effects of flowers are often generalized without strong scientific backing. To improve, the authors should include the survey tool, apply basic statistics, use more rigorous citations, and clearly separate cultural beliefs from scientific evidence. Overall, it's a good undergraduate-level exploratory paper but needs methodological and analytical enhancements for scientific publication.
