	1. The use of personal pronouns in quoting earlier mentioned scholars is better avoided. E.g the second paragraph.
2. In text citation of the manuscript needs to be revisited. Usually, only the surname of the author whose idea is used is quoted during in text citations. However, they were cases where abbreviation of the second name featured. E. g  (Bedri, 2020) is correct but (Bedri, A. 2020) is inadequate.
3. There were instances of three lines paragraphs; such paragraphs could be reconstructed to merge with the larger units for better flow of thoughts.
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
