	The study on one hand highlights the importance of seed priming i.e hydro-priming on the other hand selection of growing media is essential to prevent disease incidence and promote higher growth rate to increase the yields. 
The lacuna is that the underlying mechanism of hydro-priming was not at all explained. Discussion part should highlight the underlying mechanism instead of comparison of authors results with similar studies. 
Also,

The plant height is recorded to be highest in W1M3 (Water soaking of seed + Cocopeat) but the yield and number of cycles is highest in W1M4 [Water soaking of seed + Soil + Cocopeat (1:1)

There is relationship between plant height growth rate and harvest. Why was plant height higher in W1M3 and and yield, days to harvest higher in W1M4. The relationship was not explained well in discussion. 
The role of media in terms of provision of nutrients and growth rate was also not explained well.
In the introduction quality parameters viz., Vitamin C (60.76 mg/100 g) and Vitamin A (0.55 mg/100 g) were mentioned. Were they evaluated? If they were evaluated why it is not mentioned in the results and discussion. If not evaluated, the quality parameters must be deleted from abstract. 
A research should always have a n objective and hypothesis there was no mention of these two in the paper.

	Yes but there are some grammatical errors please check line number 27,  delete line number 36,37, 38. Irrelevant lines.  Line no. 44 microgreens spelling has to be checked. Check lines 155 to 158 the present, past tense was not used appropriately.
36-38 lines Fenugreek grows in a wide range of climatic conditions and is more adaptable than other plants. It can withstand frost and freezing temperatures and needs a cool climate. Low temperatures are necessary for the crop's early stages in order to promote greater vegetative growth [5]. 
Water soaked seeds resulted faster and uniform germination, which could enabled quicker establishment and faster initial growth phase of fenugreek microgreens. The media soil + Cocopeat contained higher concentration of N, P, K after Cocopeat (Table: 17) along with micro-nutrients, which might be enhanced the availability of essential nutrients for the growth 
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
