	Radical trachelectomy, a fertility-sparing surgery, offers a viable option for women with early-stage cervical cancer who desire to have children. Oncologically, it can be a safe procedure, with recurrence rates comparable to those of radical hysterectomy. Pregnancy rates following radical trachelectomy are achievable, with some studies reporting pregnancy rates as high as 55%.
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	Radical trachelectomy can be a safe and effective option for fertility preservation in women with early-stage cervical cancer. While it carries a higher risk of preterm birth, the potential for successful pregnancies and low recurrence rates makes it a viable alternative to radical hysterectomy.
