	The following comments are made regarding the manuscript:
1. Chapter Introduction. The Latin name of the cigarette beetle species is given only in the second paragraph. It would be more appropriate to write it immediately after the first mention of the species in the text, since the work is devoted specifically to this species. For example, «Majority of storage insect pests belong to the orders coleoptera and lepidoptera (Srivastava and Subramanian, 2016) including the rice weevil, khapra beetle, red rust flour beetle, cigarette beetle, lessor grain borer, Indian meal moth, potato tuber moth, rice moth etc. in which cigarette beetle Lasioderma serricorne Fabricius, 1792 is one of the major damages causing insect in stored grains and commodities.».
2. It should be noted that the cigarette beetle damages not only stocks. There are cases of damage to books, insect collections, stuffed animals, herbariums and furniture by this pest. In nature, it is found on meadow flowers, in particular, in Southern Kazakhstan, on the flowers of Centaurea turkestanica Franch., in the inflorescences of which the larva develops. In houses and warehouses it gives 2 generations per year, in natural conditions - 1 generation (Logvinovsky V.D. (1985) Family Anobiidae. Fauna of the USSR. Coleoptera. New series, No. 131. - L.: Publ. USSR Academy of Sciences. - V. XIV, issue 2. - 175 p.; Temreshev I.I. (2017) Pests of storage and raw materials, distributed in the territory of the Republic of Kazakhstan, and some accompanying and quarantine species (species com- position and brief technology protection measures). 3. Chapter Physical method. Currently, one of the promising and widespread methods of controlling pests in stockpiles is the treatment of products and warehouses with ozone O3. The method is a good alternative to chemical pesticides. We ourselves successfully used it against a complex of pests of stocks back in 2009-2010. A paragraph dedicated to this method and links to relevant sources should be added. Otherwise, the review of control methods will be incomplete.

4. Chapter Biological method. Since the Latin names of many species of invertebrates are given for the first time, it is necessary to indicate the author and year of description. For example, Anisopteromalus calandrae (Howard, 1881), Tyrophagus putrescentiae (Schrank, 1781), Lariophagus distinguendus (Förster, 1841) etc.

5. Also, the parasitoid wasp should have its name shortened as it has already been mentioned above. In line 4 it is written «Primary pupal parasitoid Anisopteromalus calandrae …». Need to write «Primary pupal parasitoid A. calandrae …».

6. The name of another species of parasitoid wasp is misspelled. Written «Chaeotospilu eleguns». It will be correct «Chaetospila elegans Westwood, 1874». But since this name is a junior synonym of the valid Theocolax elegans (Westwood, 1874), it must be indicated.

7. Also written is the obsolete name of the predatory mite Pediculoides ventricosus. The valid name is Pyemotes ventricosus (Newport, 1850). This name should be written.

8. The phrase "two beetles, Tenebroides mauritanicus and Pediculoides ventricosus and mites of the genus Seiulus sp." is not entirely clear. Only 1 species of beetles is indicated here, and 2 species of mites. This needs to be corrected.
9. There are two more known species of entomophages of the cigarette beetle: the parasitoid wasp Cephalonomia gallicola (Ashmead, 1887) (Bethylidae) and the predatory beetle Thaneroclerus buqueti (Lefebvre, 1835) (Thanerocleridae). They also need to be indicated in this section (Logvinovsky V.D. (1985) Family Anobiidae. Fauna of the USSR. Coleoptera. New series, No. 131. - L.: Publ. USSR Academy of Sciences. - V. XIV, issue 2. - 175 p.; Temreshev I.I. (2017) Pests of storage and raw materials, distributed in the territory of the Republic of Kazakhstan, and some accompanying and quarantine species (species com- position and brief technology protection measures). Second edition, revised and supplemented. LLP "Nur-Print", Almaty, 419 pp. ISBN 978-601-278-408-4).
10. The listing of the mite Tyrophagus putrescentiae as predatory and its successful mass use for pest control is questionable, as this species of storage mite from the family Acaridae is a common and well-known pest of stored products. This medicine may be worse than the disease.
11. Chapter Botanical method. It is necessary to add the Latin names of the plants used for control, since not all readers of this article will be familiar with the common names.

12. For the sponge gourd it is written «Luffa aegyptiaca». Need to write «Luffa aegyptiaca Mill.», since the species is mentioned for the first time.
13. Chapter References. It is necessary to add sources with information about the species, indicated by us in the relevant comments.
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
