	Since this topic is very much related to national statistics, the study results could have been compared with NFHS 5 or DHS report statistics. So that the critical findings and implications could have been improvised.

There is discrepancy is sampling technique, in abstract its mentioned stratified random sampling but in methodology under section 2.2, its mentioned Multistage random sampling technique???

There is no need to do pretesting already validated questionnaire, since you have mentioned pretesting of the same, mention the criterion validity and reliability.

In results, as its mentioned 480 families are taken, the number of children should be more than 480, In section 3.1, its mentioned “It was further observed that, most of the respondents (57 %) belonged to household with less than 5 members and maximum families (84%) had ≤ 2 children whereas the remaining families (16%) had 3-4 children in Punjab.” Therefore the number of children should be more than 480. Some of the results is not showing justification. There is error in results.
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
