	Generally, the use of English is very good in the manuscript. However, there are a few errors. For instance, 

a) The preposition ‘on’ should be replaced with ‘between’ in the following sentences:
Is there a significant relationship on the level of classroom academic climate condition and holistic student growth of public elementary schools in St. Tomas District, Division of Davao del Norte?
Ho1. There is no significant relationship on the level of classroom academic climate condition and Holistic student growth of public elementary schools in St. Tomas District, Division of Davao del Norte.

b) The following sentence should be expressed in the past tense since the study has already been conducted:

Given these challenges, the researcher is motivated to conduct (conducted) a study on classroom academic climate and holistic student growth in public elementary schools within Sto. Tomas District

c) The term ‘classroom academic climate’ must be defined fully in the introduction since it is at the core of the study. Furthermore, the following conclusion needs to be rephrased. 

“The level of classroom academic climate among public elementary schools is generally high.” It is not clear how the level of climate can be considered high presumably because the term classroom academic climate has not be sufficiently define.
