	Optional/General comments


	The present work offers valuable insights into the nutritional assessment of wild fruits. However, several issues need to be addressed before the manuscript can be considered for publication. Detailed comments and suggestions are provided below.

1. The font face and size are inconsistent throughout the manuscript. Paragraph spacing and text alignment are irregular in some sections. It is recommended to follow the journal’s guidelines.

2. Several instances across the manuscript (from abstract to references including title) where space is missing between two words. It is recommended to carefully review the entire script and ensure proper spacing between words where necessary.

3. The current title, Assessment of the Nutritional Value of Scolopia mundii Fruits, A Southern African Edible Wild Fruit, would be more appropriate as Assessment of the Nutritional Value of Scolopia mundii Fruits, A Southern African Wild Edible Fruit. The revised phrasing sounds more natural, although both are acceptable.

4. In Section 2.3.9, titled “Determination of Minerals,” there is comma between the chemical name and its formula (“nitric acid, (HNO₃)” and “hydrochloric acid, (HCl)”). These commas are unnecessary and should be removed.

5. In Table 1, results are indicated using symbols such as +, ++, and +++. However, the meaning of each symbol ++, and +++ are not explained. Please include a note to clarifying the interpretation of these signs.

6. There are discrepancies between the data presented in Tables 2, 3, and 4 and in the text. For example, the flavonoid content is cited as 1.45 mg/kg in the text but 0.15 ± 0.01 mg/100g in the table. Check both the values and the units for consistency throughout the manuscript. Additionally, attention should be paid to unit uniformity also.

7. The reference section needs thorough checking. There is a number of inconsistencies, so it is not feasible to address each one. It is strongly recommended that the references should be revised and formatted strictly according to the journal’s guidelines. 
8. Bondia-Pons et al, 2009 is not cited in the main text not found in the text. This is also mentioned by the author at the end of the reference. It is very unclear then why it has been included. It is suggested that either incorporate it properly into the manuscript or remove it.

I would like to restate that this is a highly informative study on wild fruits. However, its value is significantly reduced due to discrepancies, particularly in the data presentation
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
