The title is suitable. I propose the following title: Assessment of climate change on soil erosion using geospatial techniques - A Review
Abstract is clear. Only you have to show results at the end of the abstract. You can show the result of this study by changing the sentence “In conclusion … to However,” by “As a result emerging technologies and innovative …” 
Even if this work is a review of studies already carried out, it will be preferable to integrate the following sections :

Materials and methods: review of the various methods and models used by the authors to assess this phenomenon, as well as the different areas studied.
Results and discussion: present the results obtained by previous studies and a discussion or critique of their effectiveness, with suggestions for improvement or a proposal for a suitable model.
Scientifically, the manuscript can be accepted, but the author must restructure it to enhance the results found.
I think the references are sufficient, 50% are less than 5 years old and 80% are less than 10 years old. 22% are between 10 and 15 years old and 8% are more than 20 years old. I prefer to eliminate the last 20 years and minimize the percentage of those over 10 years old.
For writing references, follow the instructions on the “General Guideline for authors” website.
Figures and tables are illegible. Tables are presented as figures !. Please improve the quality of figures and tables. In the case of figures made up of several sub-figures, such as fig 4 and fig 5, only one legend and scale should be used if it is the same.
