	In the Tarai belt of the Shivalik Himalaya, effective crop residue management within the rice-wheat system is crucial for enhancing both yield and nutrient uptake. Residue incorporation, compared to burning or removal, generally leads to improved soil fertility, increased nutrient availability (especially phosphorus and potassium), and can boost crop yields in the long term. However, the short interval between rice harvest and wheat planting can make residue incorporation challenging.
