This study makes a vast contribution to the field of ethnopharmacology by investigating the effects of Kigelia africana and Sorghum bicolor extracts on haematological indices in diabetic rats. With minor revisions and additional methodological details, the manuscript would be suitable for publication.

Comments

The research provides valuable insight into the significance therapeutic effects of Kigelia africana fruit and Sorghum bicolor extracts on blood variables in diabetic rats. The topic is relevant, especially considering the increasing interest in natural remedies for diabetes management.

Methodology

Generally well-structured, with clear grouping of experimental animals and appropriate induction of diabetes using alloxan. However, further details regarding the dosage, duration of treatment, and preparation of plant extracts would enhance reproducibility.

The results are presented clearly, with comprehensive tables and figures illustrating changes in haematological indices. Statistical analyses appear appropriate, but including more information on the statistical tests used would strengthen the findings.

Discussion

The observed haematological changes to the oral administration of crude extracts. Nevertheless, the manuscript would benefit from a deeper comparison with existing literature and a more detailed explanation of the underlying mechanisms.

Conclusions

The supported data, suggested that the extracts may help ameliorate haematological disturbances in diabetic conditions. The authors should, however, acknowledge the limitations of the study and suggest directions for future research.
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
