	Yes, the manuscript is scientifically sound. The experimental design is appropriate, and the statistical analysis is standard for agronomic trials. The interpretation of results is consistent with existing literature, and conclusions are well-supported by data. However, the discussion could benefit from deeper engagement with recent international literature on INM and soil sustainability.

	Generally acceptable but could be improved. There are multiple grammatical errors, awkward phrasings, and repetitive expressions (e.g., “minimum values of growth parameters were recorded in control” repeated). I suggest a thorough language edit for clarity and flow.

	The manuscript addresses an important agronomic concern and provides actionable insights. Figures and tables are relevant, though graphical representation of trends over time (e.g., plant height across days) would further enhance readability. The “Future Scope” section is appreciated but could be moved into the Conclusion or renamed “Recommendations.”
The article is scientifically valuable and methodologically sound, but it needs moderate language editing, updated references, and slight enhancement of the discussion section to be suitable for publication.
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
