	The discussion references prior studies effectively, but some citations (e.g., [14], [17], [23]) are not fully contextualized. It would benefit from a clearer explanation of how differences in extract type and dosage may impact results.

A toxicity study is essential and should be included in this type of research, especially for the following reasons Safety Profiling of the Extract- Since Dacryodes edulis methanol seed extract is being evaluated for therapeutic use, it's critical to establish whether it is safe at the administered doses. Without toxicity data, it's unclear if observed effects are due to therapeutic action or potential toxicity of the extract itself.

Dose Justification required-

The study uses relatively low doses (30 and 60 mg/kg), while previous studies have used higher doses (100–400 mg/kg). A preliminary acute and/or sub-acute toxicity study would help determine: The maximum tolerated dose (MTD), The LD₅₀ (lethal dose for 50% of subjects), Any organ-specific toxicity, especially renal.
