	Several sentences are long and grammatically cumbersome, making them difficult to read and understand. For example, "It is well justified by the World Health Organization and other international health groups that healthcare-associated infections (HCAIAI) in developing countries are a major issue for patient safety". * Inconsistent phrasing and word choice: There are instances of awkward phrasing and imprecise word choices that detract from the scholarly tone. For example, "A poll of 45 nurses found that antibiotics slow down bacterial development, with 46.7% believing they should be provided on time". * Missing or incorrect articles/prepositions: There are occasional errors in the use of articles (a, an, the) and prepositions.

	The most significant limitation is the extremely small sample size of 45 nurses. The authors acknowledge this limitation, but it severely impacts the generalizability and statistical power of the findings, especially when the calculated minimum sample size was 384. This makes many of the "statistically significant" findings questionable in a broader context.
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
