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	Pulp stones contribute to the symptoms of the patient along with any difficulties or complexities while performing endodontic treatment. Also, they contribute to natural defence mechanisms of our teeth. So, it would be great to know the prevalence, prior to performing endodontic treatment and diagnosis so that clinician gets cautious and perfect diagnosis along with perfect treatment is provided.
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
