	· The manuscript addresses an important issue in agricultural infrastructure using GIS and spatial modeling, specifically for optimizing cassava aggregation centers in Anambra State. The integration of remote sensing, spatial analysis, and multi-criteria decision-making techniques is commendable and relevant.

· However, the manuscript would benefit from significant revision in terms of technical clarity, scientific accuracy, and presentation. The following specific comments are provided to guide the authors in improving the manuscript:

· The abstract contains multiple grammatical errors and is verbose. It should be rewritten to clearly state the objective, methodology (GIS and location-allocation analysis), key results, and practical implications of the study.

· The scientific name for cassava is incorrectly stated as Oryza sativa L. (which refers to rice). Please correct this to Manihot esculenta throughout the manuscript.

· There is inconsistency in the use of measurement units (e.g., meters vs kilometers). Standardize units and terminology for clarity and coherence.

· The literature review section should be expanded to include more recent studies (post-2018) on GIS-based facility location planning, particularly in agriculture, to better position the study in the current research landscape.

· Several figures (e.g., Figures 21–25) are referenced in the text but not well labeled or described. Ensure all figures have informative titles, captions, and are clearly explained within the narrative.

· The conclusion is mostly a repetition of the results. Consider enhancing this section by discussing real-world applicability, policy implications, and recommendations for stakeholders.

· Discuss any limitations of the study, including assumptions made in the modeling process, data constraints, or potential biases in the selection of criteria and weights.

· The writing throughout the paper contains many long, complex sentences and some redundancy. Careful language editing is required to improve readability and flow.

· References are inconsistently formatted. Please revise the reference list according to the journal’s required citation style.

· The originality and contribution of the work could be emphasized more clearly in the introduction. Highlight how the current approach addresses an identified gap and what it adds to existing knowledge.

I recommend major revision. The study is methodologically sound and has practical importance but requires substantial structural improvements to meet publication standards.
