	Yes, the paper is partially scientifically accurate.  However, clarity and conciseness should be improved in some sections. The Introduction section should follow this format for clarity;start with the global significance of climate change, mention the need for innovative technological solutions, explain the relevance of IoT in climate monitoring and management, highlight gaps in existing literature or implementation challenges by citing relevant and recent jounal, state the objective and scope of the paper and mention the significance or expected contribution of the review. The citation is inconsistent. All cited papers should follow the same format either IEEE or APA7 not mixup as seen in this paper. Also there is inconsistency in text format. Use times new roman 12

	The references are mostly appropriate and include several key studies and organizational reports from 2020–2023. Nonetheless, a few more peer-reviewed sources from top journals (especially from 2023–2024) would further strengthen the academic rigor. For instance, more recent works on IoT integration and green IoT could be added to reflect the current trends.
	

	Is the language/English quality of the article suitable for scholarly communications?


	The manuscript is well-written and readable, though it contains occasional grammatical errors and awkward phrasing. A professional language edit is recommended to enhance clarity, consistency, and overall polish, particularly in the sensor comparison and future prospects sections.
	

	Optional/General comments


	The section on IoT sensors is detail, but would benefit from graphical representation using chart etc. The paper could be strengthened by explicitly stating the methodology used in selecting and analyzing the six case studies. The conclusion is insightful but could more clearly highlight the main contributions of the paper and recommendations for future research. Incorporating a visual conceptual framework that links IoT applications to climate action goals would enhance comprehension and be impact.
