Change “Successive government in Nigeria have made series of attempts…” to “… Successive governments in Nigeria have made a series of attempts…”

The expression “Without any iota of doubt” can be replaced with “Undoubtedly…” Which makes it easier.

These grammatical tweaks may be minor, but they do nothing to diminish the scholarly quality of the manuscript.
