By focusing on secondary school teachers in Western Odisha's tribal regions, the study highlights a population that is frequently overlooked in mainstream educational discourse. The analysis of job satisfaction by gender, caste, and teaching experience deepens our understanding of how demographic factors interact to influence professional fulfillment. The study provides evidence that scholars, policymakers, and practitioners may utilize to inform targeted interventions and support systems aimed at improving teacher retention and educational outcomes in rural and tribal settings.
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
