	· The introduction section should be modified by considering expanding on the global energy challenges that necessitate these technologies. Include statistics on rising energy demand, the urgency of climate change, and the role of energy efficiency in addressing these issues.
· While the manuscript presents a comprehensive overview, it would benefit from a clearer articulation of the specific research gap this review addresses. Consider explicitly stating this in the introduction and conclusion.
· The hierarchy of energy-efficient technologies should be well-structured by providing real-world case studies For example detail about specific advanced power generation techniques beyond combined heat and power systems. 
· Much of the paper summarizes existing literature. Adding more critical analysis—such as comparing findings, highlighting contradictions, or assessing methodological strengths/limitations—will enhance the scholarly value of the review.
· There are occasional grammatical errors, awkward phrasing, and overly long sentences. A thorough language edit would improve clarity, professionalism, and overall readability of the paper.

· The conclusion part should be more impactful by summarizing the key findings and reiterating the most critical actions needed to advance energy efficiency would leave a lasting impression.

· The abstract provides a good overview, but it could be strengthened by adding specific quantitative data, examples of the impact of energy-efficient technologies, the percentage of reduction in energy consumption or specific cost savings achieved by certain technologies would add more impact.
