The National Vector Borne Disease Control Programme has an acronym, NVBDCP. This could be mentioned in the abstract itself to avoid it in the main pages.

	Being a review paper, the authour needs to give some more articles.  This paper lacks a good number of recent articles and data.

	The very first line of the abstract has an error. 
It is mentioned, “Malaria is one of the major vectors borne disease in Jharkhand and other states of India with significant morbidity and mortality.” But it is supposed to be “Malaria is one of the major vector-borne diseases in Jharkhand and other states of India with significant morbidity and mortality.”

Consistency in the usage of the word – antimalarial. It is mentioned in one place as anti-malarial, in another anti malarial and in other places antimalarial. I suppose “anti-malarial” is the write way to use this word.  

In list 2 – the word ‘grinded’ is used quite often. This word seems to be less formal. Therefore, the authour can use the word ‘GROUND’ to make it formal.

	English errors have to be corrected. 

On the third page … tribal communities and particularly vulnerable tribal groups (PVTGs) – this has to be tribal communities and Particularly Vulnerable Tribal Groups (PVTGs) – the mthodology has to be kept in mind. 

On the same page… the numbers are given in 14.6 thousand… whereas in other places it is given in millions and clearly as some thousands. Therefore, it will be clear if it is 14,600. 

The list 2 – Traditional uses could be standardized. Especially in describing the plant and its part with common names.
