	The research shows a promising method for using intranasal cubosome formulations to cross the blood-brain barrier (BBB), which is essential for managing disorders of the central nervous system (CNS), such as epilepsy. 
It provides an alternative to invasive techniques and has the potential to revolutionise the delivery of neurotherapeutics.
Naringenin suffers from poor solubility and low bioavailability. By embedding it in cubosomes and administering it via the intranasal route, this work offers a strategy to boost its therapeutic potential.

The efficiency of the formulation is improved by combining cubosomes with in-situ gelling agents (such as Gellan gum and Locust bean gum) to lengthen nasal residence period and enhance drug release. 
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
