The research paper appears to be novel concept of practical relevance to industry and nations across the globe. Particularly the student institution interaction with industry mentors.

The concepts are well brought out, but integration and flow diagram for how each of these players influence the others in the loop and the feedback chain mechanism how it comes to enable better deployment of mechanical engineers from university who can really solve problems is not very clear.

The literature is verbose and needs a bit of structure and seems to have only one objective.

4.
If the authors can evolve a certain framework with clear portrayal of interrelationships, and how practically it can be applied to industry – in that case the industry would be more willing to support the academic and help in fertilisation of thoughts and culture.

It does not discuss about disruption, culture and how these are getting integrated to productivity and efficiency for corporates and enable them to go up the value chain . This is going to be crucial as unless these linkages are depicted the industry mentors may not be interested to train the engineers and hence in the first place the students from engineering universities may not be getting recruited . This is exactly the challenge today.

The paper could have taken a perspective on how AI, which is all pervading today is not even getting a mention in this, particularly with CNC machines, automated flow process managed by Robots , it is definitely playing a crucial role.  AI as crucial element needs to be have been added and how it can help the other two participants -  school and industry to effectively communicate with each other through AI and help accelerate productivity and hence national wealth is not mentioned at all.

7.
The paper is a good attempt to work on the linkages but needs to focus more on current situation in terms of integration of IOT, AI tools with mechanical engineering students ,a brief mention should have been made of these.

The symbiotic relationship between the participants ought to have brought into focus clearly.
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
