5. The report has a lot of errors in sentence framing and grammers.

6.Tabular presentation is just representation of the respondents' data through graphs, where as the analysis is descriptive analysis, this must be thoroughly done and explained.
7. Citations have been added to the results paragraphs, actually results are outcome of your work and original results. Citations are not required at these paragrahs.
