iv. The authors have included pilot study for the camphor extract, but omitted neem leaf extract pilot study!

2. Data presentation:

i. 2.6 Determination of LD50 of edible camphor.

ii. The authors copy-pasted the methods of KIM-1 assay. Check the other methods too. Plagiarism?

iii. Table 1: Mean (± SD) 8-OHdG, KIM-1 and SOD following treatment

iv. The author were advised to include superscript letter to denote significant difference between groups down the column. The Table 2 included in the revised manuscript adds no value (and can be presented in the supplementary material.
v. Visit the comments for Figures 1 – 8. Include scale bar, refit to size.

3. Writing convention and English

i. The Abstract is poorly written, with unnecessary information.

ii. Keywords need not unnecessary information

iii. The English and writing still needs revision (revisit previous comments)
