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	1. Objective: The study investigates the effects of foliar nutrient application on kernel characteristics and economic returns in cashew (Anacardium occidentale L.) CV. Ullal-1.

2. Experimental Design: Conducted at Krishi Vigyan Kendra, Udupi, using a Randomized Complete Block Design with nine treatments replicated thrice.

3. Nutrient Treatments: The most effective treatment (T9) included Recommended Dose of Fertilizer (RDF), nano urea, boron, and zinc, which significantly improved various kernel traits.

4. Kernel Characteristics: T9 recorded the highest shelling percentage (29.64%), kernel length (24.83 mm), width (15.88 mm), and weight (2.62 g), indicating superior quality.

5. Economic Analysis: T9 also achieved the highest gross income (₹74,800/ha), net income (₹43,107/ha), and a benefit-cost ratio of 1.36, highlighting the financial viability of this nutrient combination.

6. Significance: Findings emphasize the importance of foliar nutrition in enhancing both the quality and profitability of cashew production, addressing the growing demand for high-quality kernels.

7. Implications: The research supports the adoption of specific nutrient management practices to improve yield and economic outcomes for cashew farmers, contributing to sustainable agricultural practices.
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
