· The surgical technique and postoperative outcomes are clearly described.
· The case supports the feasibility of laparoscopic evacuation for selected patients, adding useful clinical insights.

Areas for Improvement:
Confidentiality and Patient Identifiability:
· The report includes identifiable details: specific date of admission (“20th January 2020”), exact mechanism of injury (“his uncle forcefully
kicked him”), time interval since trauma (“seven days prior”), and follow- up duration (“six months”).

· The combination of age, gender, injury circumstances, and timeline could make the patient identifiable, particularly in a local setting or in smaller healthcare networks.

· ALSO, the patient's name is written on images ( it must be removed)
· To ensure compliance with patient confidentiality:
· Remove or generalize the exact date of admission (e.g., "early 2020").
· Avoid specifying the personal relationship of the assailant (replace “his uncle” with “a relative” or “another individual”).
· Generalize the follow-up duration (e.g., “several months”).
· Do not include unnecessary social details unless directly clinically relevant.
Clinical Workup:
· The absence of CT imaging, though explained as logistical, could be better justified or discussed, given the importance of CT in retroperitoneal trauma diagnosis.

· It would add value to briefly mention the decision-making process for proceeding to laparoscopy without CT.
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
