Although focused on Bangladesh, the findings may also be useful for other least developed countries preparing for similar economic transitions.

	The current title is generally suitable and reflects the core topic of the manuscript. However, the use of the abbreviation “LDC” may not be fully transparent to a broader academic audience. It is recommended to spell it out. Moreover, although the word “graduation” is widely used in UN and WTO documents to refer to the transition from LDC status, for clarity it may be replaced with a more descriptive alternative like “transition” or “advancement.”
Suggested alternative title: “Bangladesh’s Transition from the Least Developed Country Category: Navigating Export Challenges in a New Era”.

	The abstract is generally informative, but some sentences could be rewritten to improve clarity and flow. A brief summary of key findings and implications would also enhance its quality.

	The article includes a wide range of academic and policy sources. The reference list is current and relevant. However, a few more recent journal articles (post-2022) on LDC graduation strategies could be added to strengthen the background section.

	The manuscript is generally understandable, but some parts would benefit from careful language editing.
“This is to inform you, that Bangladesh Standard and Testing Authorities have accredited testing procedures...” 
The phrase “This is to inform you” is unnecessary and overly formal for academic writing. 
Better: “The Bangladesh Standards and Testing Institution has accredited testing procedures...”

The country is on track to graduate from LDC in 2026, having met and maintained all three of the UNCDP's graduation requirements in its 3rd triennial evaluation in 2024.”
Redundant use of “graduation” and excessive detail in one sentence.

Better:
“Bangladesh is expected to graduate from LDC status in 2026, having fulfilled all three UNCDP criteria in the 2024 evaluation.”
