The study is commendable for its alignment with national inclusive education policies and for shedding light on the gaps in resources, teacher training, and institutional support in a rural Philippine context. The use of a descriptive-correlational design is appropriate, and the inclusion of both teachers and school heads enriches the perspective.

However, the manuscript requires substantial improvement in several areas to meet academic publication standards. Specifically, the literature review is underdeveloped and should be expanded with more recent, peer-reviewed international studies. The language throughout the paper needs careful editing to enhance clarity, grammar, and academic tone. Additionally, the small sample size of school heads and limited discussion on limitations should be addressed or acknowledged more clearly.

Despite these shortcomings, the study provides meaningful insights that can inform policy and practice in inclusive education, particularly in underserved regions. With thorough revision and editorial support, this paper has the potential to make a valuable contribution to the field of special and inclusive education.
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
