	The manuscript provides a quantitative study of two tribes, Ao and Lotha, residing in Mokokchung and Wokha districts of Nagaland in North-Eastern India. The results of this study largely support existing studies on cultural adaptation, psychological and social well-being in a multicultural society like India. The study also reveals culture-specific variations, which limit generalizations without considering the cultural context and background of individuals and groups. The results of the study also have potential for real-life applications.

	The abstract of the article is comprehensive. I don't see anything to add but would like to delete the sentence: “The sample consists of 100 participants from two major tribes (Ao and Lotha) of Nagaland”, because the next sentence makes this clearly.
	

	       Is the manuscript scientifically, correct? Please write here. 
	The manuscript is scientifically correct, but incomplete, and does not help readers understand the cultural assimilation process of the Ao and Lotha tribes. Firstly, the manuscript does not indicate whether the cultural assimilation process mentioned in the manuscript is the assimilation between the Ao and Lotha tribes with each other or the cultural assimilation of these two tribes with the 16 major tribes living in Nagaland. Secondly, the manuscript does not indicate whether the Ao and Lotha tribes are migrants from other places or long-time residents in Mokokchung and Wokha; Third, the manuscript does not provide information on the population size of these two tribes as well as the population size of other tribes residing in the two districts and the entire Nagaland region of India. These points limit the accuracy of the research results presented in the manuscript.

	The manuscript's references are complete, but most of them are published in the second half of the 20th century; the number of documents published in the early 21st century, especially in the the first two decades of the 21st century, is still little.

	Optional/General comments
	The first sentence of the Discussion section needs to be reconsidered. The author could write “Lotha people are more (than Lotha people) concerned about maintaining their cultural identities, but should not write “…. Lotha people have greater cultural identity than Ao people…”;
Manuscripts need to be edited, supplemented, and upgraded before publication.
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
