	The study is well-structured and methodologically sound, but addressing two minor inconsistencies will enhance clarity and alignment:

1. The "Research Respondents" section states that "All respondents were from the Grade 6 level in secondary schools in Manay Panabo, Panabo City Division." Since Grade 6 typically falls under elementary education, this classification should be clarified or corrected to accurately reflect the study's target population.

2. The title of Table 1 and the accompanying text refer to "public elementary school teachers." However, the study focuses on secondary school students. To maintain consistency, this should be corrected to "public secondary school students."
These adjustments will ensure precision and coherence throughout the manuscript.
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
