	The importance of this manuscript lies in its meaningful contribution to understanding how academic motivation mediates the relationship between grammar learning strategies and students’ attitudes toward learning English—an underexplored yet crucial area in applied linguistics and educational psychology. The study advances the discourse by empirically validating the interplay among cognitive strategies, motivational factors, and affective outcomes in second language acquisition, particularly within the context of Filipino secondary students. Its integration of mediation analysis adds analytical depth and offers valuable insights for curriculum developers, educators, and policymakers aiming to design more learner-centered and motivation-driven English programs. Given the growing emphasis on learner autonomy and affective engagement in language learning, this study provides both theoretical enrichment and practical implications for enhancing grammar instruction and fostering positive learning attitudes.
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	There are some areas that require refinement for better clarity and conciseness.

1. Redundancy and Repetition: The results and findings sections overlap. For instance, it mentions that motivation, strategies, and attitudes were high twice, and both times in a similar tone. Condensing this to one cohesive sentence would improve clarity and avoid unnecessary repetition.

2. Lack of Focus in Method Section: The description of the research design is somewhat cluttered. Saying both “a non-experimental quantitative research design” and “descriptive-correlational research design” is redundant. The use of "data collection was made through survey instrument" could be revised to a more academic phrasing such as: “Data were collected using a standardized survey.”

3. Clarity in Statistical Tools: The mention of "Medgraph using Sobel z-test" could be confusing for readers unfamiliar with this tool. A brief explanation of why Medgraph was used to test mediation would improve accessibility.
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
