	The authors/researchers have aimed in their study for developing basic mathematical skills among Grade 1 learners through non-digital tools. The study caters to the problem of enabling young learners to visualize and solve problems in missing numbers—a critical early math skill. It provides useful information to teachers, highlighting ways in which non-digital tools such as flashcards, counters, and number charts can enhance accuracy and confidence in problem solving. 	1. The research was only carried out for five days. Although the findings were profound, longer intervention is required to affirm lasting influence and retention in deeper learning.
2. The authors have focused only on visualization of missing numbers in addition and subtraction. Other basic mathematics skills were not investigated, confining the scope of conclusions.
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
