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	This study focuses on the development of natural and functional fat alternatives that can be used in processed meat products. It contributes to the creation of alternative oil solutions through the use of oleogel systems. Within the scope of the study, the effects of these components on the technological, sensory and nutritional properties of the products were analysed. The obtained findings both make a scientific contribution to the academic literature and guide in terms of innovative product development and reformulation strategies for the food industry.
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
