	The case report is timely and clinically valuable, especially given the global burden of dengue and the limited therapeutic options in fulminant cases of DSS. The structure and content are largely appropriate for submission to a clinical journal such as the Asian Journal of Medicine and Health. The manuscript is Well-structured and follows case report guidelines (CARE), provides a compelling narrative of clinical deterioration and intervention. The integration of pathophysiological insights with the therapeutic rationale, and the Use of objective markers (IL-6, lactate, CRP), strengthens causality with CytoSorb.

However, to improve clarity, scientific rigour, and compliance with publication standards, I recommend the following critical revisions and refinements. The text needs editing for clarity, grammar, and style consistency. The references must be cited appropriately with full bibliographic details. Graphical elements (like X-ray figures and lab tables) need improved formatting, and the Discussion could be better structured into thematic subparagraphs.

· Add brief numerical results (e.g., % drop in IL-6/lactate).

· Clarify that this is a first or rare pediatric dengue application, if applicable.

· Ensure consistent tenses (past tense for case specifics).
	

	Is the manuscript scientifically, correct? Please write here.
	Yes. But are there some points that need improvement. I am proposing some points to the authors to consider: 
In the Introduction, consider: 

· Reference numbers [1], [2], etc., must be matched with full references in a bibliography.

· Consider splitting long paragraphs.

· Clarify the novelty: e.g., “Few reports exist on CytoSorb use in pediatric dengue cases.”

 Consider adding:

"To our knowledge, this is one of the first detailed pediatric case reports utilizing CytoSorb in the setting of DSS with refractory MODS."

Case Presentation: 

· Use standardized units (e.g., bpm, mmHg, mmol/L).

· Clarify ICU timeline (e.g., "ICU day 1" should be consistent).

· Add dengue serotype or NS1/IgM status if available.

Treatment

· Suggest separating supportive measures (e.g., antibiotics, transfusions) from CytoSorb description to make the latter stand out.

· Clearly state: mode (standalone), anticoagulation method (heparin), total duration, and rationale.

Results

· Improve formatting of X-ray images. Clearly label them as Figure 1a and 1b, and include a caption:

Figure 1: Chest X-ray before (A) and after (B) CytoSorb therapy showing resolution of bilateral infiltrates.

· Tables: Table 1 needs proper formatting, headings, and SI units. I suggest to convert lab results into a clean table using consistent units;

· Add subheadings for better readability: e.g.,

· Pathophysiology of DSS and Cytokine Storm

· CytoSorb in Pediatric Critical Care

· Comparisons with Other Case Reports

· Cite recent literature on cytokine modulation in viral shock (e.g., HLH, COVID-19 parallels).

· Add caution about the single-case nature and lack of control.

· I suggest ending the discussion with: "While the temporal correlation is encouraging, causality cannot be established definitively in a single case. Larger prospective studies are needed to define timing, dosage, and patient selection for CytoSorb therapy in DSS."

Conclusion
· I suggest an optional addition for the authors' consideration: “This case contributes to the emerging evidence for extracorporeal cytokine removal as a feasible adjunct in severe pediatric viral infections”.
