The identification of older age groups (40–59 years) and males as being at higher risk aligns with global trends and confirms the relevance of these demographics in local contexts.
The article is scientifically sound, well-structured, and presents findings relevant to the management of hypertension among adults in Accra. However, some sections could benefit from minor clarifications (language, structure), and additional references could further enrich the discussion.
