For example, Reference 17-19 are not directly related to the content of curry leaf extract, as suggested in the text. 	1. the manuscript does not present SPR and IR corresponding characterization results as mentioned then in the abstract, as mentioned in the abstract section. I suggest that the authors to include these characterization data in the revised manuscript. 
2. There are some issues that need to be addressed before accepting to publication. These include missing SPR and IR characterization data such as missing SPR and IR characterization data, selectivity analysis g AgNPs to ward different metal (II) ions, and missing Figure 4a and 4b in the manuscript, etc. addressing these issues will significantly improve the quality of manuscript and reliability of the study. I suggest that the authors to include these issues in the revised manuscript. 
3. In section 2.1, the plant collection site or area does not provide the full address in details. For clarity and reproducibility, I suggest that the authors include the full address (such as town/district, region, country, GPS if possible) of the plant collection site. 

4. The selective detection of Zn+2 ion was not compared with other metal (II) ions in the current manuscript. This will improve the scientific value of the study and better reflect its main objective. I suggest that the authors to include in the revised manuscript.
5. In the highlights section, the authors mentioned AuNPs; however, there is no related context to AuNPs in the main body of the manuscript. I suggest removing this point from the highlights section.
