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	My main issues with the methodology remain:
1) The use of Cochran’s formula…it may not be suitable for small populations as the formula assumes a certain level of homogeneity with the population.  It is better suited for large populations and is less accurate with dealing with small populations.

2) The margin of error is 7.5% rather than 5% … a smaller margin of error offers more precision.
3) I am also concerned about the actual sample size at 6% precision level I got a sample size of 263 and at 5% precision level it was 376.
4) If the population is small and known, then Slovin’s formula is recommended

5) The use of snowballing is a major point of concern as it is best suited for populations that are difficult to access like the homeless, that is, when there is no database of the population, or sampling frame; this is not the case here.
Snowballing in this case reduces the manuscript’s validity and reliability and is not suitable as we know the population is 17,256.
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
