The manuscript employs formal academic tone, clear sentence structure, and appropriate vocabulary consistent with research writing. Key components such as the introduction, literature review, methodology, findings, and conclusion are well articulated and logically connected. However, there are some minor grammatical issues, repetitions, and formatting inconsistencies that could benefit from careful proofreading. For example, phrases like “ensure ensures” or occasional missing punctuation and overly long sentences should be revised for better clarity and flow.
