The study has been conducted across six health centers; however, expanding the number of centers would enhance the comprehensiveness and generalizability of the findings to a broader geographical area. Despite the limited scope, the selected sample size—comprising 6 out of 28 PHC facilities—was distributed using proportionate sampling, which, although methodologically sound, remains on the lower side.

The data analysis primarily involves the Chi-Square Test. The inclusion of additional statistical tools could strengthen the depth of analysis and better capture the multifactorial impact of nosocomial infections. The findings address various factors such as knowledge, awareness, and risk perception. The use of multiple statements and a Likert scale reflects a sound analytical approach. Incorporating a factor analysis would further enhance the robustness of the results. Additionally, developing a model based on the findings could provide more actionable insights.

It is commendable that the study’s results have been compared with international data, lending credibility and relevance to the research. Statistical analysis indicates that age, education level, and occupation significantly influence knowledge and risk perception related to COVID-19 nosocomial infections. The references align with academic standards.

Overall, the research article demonstrates a solid foundation and provides valuable insights, with potential for further strengthening through broader sampling and deeper analytical techniques.
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
