	Only somewhat thorough. Although the abstract discusses the purpose, technique, and findings, it contains excessive methodological details and has grammatical and structural errors that reduce clarity. I recommended changes/additions:

1. Remove: Pilot study details and thorough sampling breakdowns (such as the number of students or HoDs); they go in the methodology section.

2. Include: A succinct description of the particular cultural norms (such as gender roles and early marriage) that have an impact on dropout rates.

3. Correct grammar and sentence construction to make the text easier to read and more professional.
