	Yes, the manuscript is scientifically correct as: the objective is clear, the field survey is comprehensive and a variety of diseases were covered.
However, the methodology requires more details, number of plants assessed per plot should be included. 

Also, no statistical analysis is include in the study.

	The manuscript includes 16 references which is a good number, as it is a survey-based study.
· Most of the references are specific to India. Recent global research on MYMV in legumes, powdery mildew and disease management practices should be considered. 

· Bansode et al., (2023) was cited in-text but not in the bibliography.


	

	Is the language/English quality of the article suitable for scholarly communications?


	Yes. But some sentences should be looked into. For example; in the materials and methods where the writer wrote “In each mandal 3-4 villages or more than 4 villages and each village, three fields were surveyed for record the incidence of diseases.”, the beginning of this statement is confusing and could be rephrased as “In each mandal, 3 – 5 villages were studied, and in each village, three fields…”
