This omission weakens the study’s applicability to specific patient profiles. Moreover, it lacks a control arm or placebo group as acknowledged . There are no tables showing the analysis of pre and post treatment changes in the study parameters and p values. Univariate and multivariate analysis shall be included.

	The manuscript contains numerous formatting inconsistencies — including variable use of units (e.g., “mL” vs “ml”), improper spacing, inconsistent subheading styles, and some disjointed paragraph transitions. These issues impair clarity and presentation.
