	This manuscript addresses a timely and underexplored area of application of AI in OHS. The study's focus on perceptions, barriers, and preferences provides valuable guidance to promote safe and ethical AI integration. By bridging the gap between global AI frameworks and local OHS practices, this work lays the foundation for future research and innovation in digital safety management across emerging economies.
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	The study sample has overrepresentation of engineers (48.8%) and students (40%) skews the results toward younger, more tech-literate participants, underrepresenting older or less tech-savvy professionals. The research is cross-sectional and captures perceptions at a single point in time. It does not track how attitudes toward AI evolve over time or in response to actual implementation.

The study uses descriptive statistics and Chi-square tests, but lacks multivariate or regression analysis to determine predictors of acceptance or barriers in a more nuanced way.

The study recommends policy relate measures. However, there is limited insight on key areas to address to implement the findings. 
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
